An ad hoc committee was formed earlier this year to study the need for a building expansion atf@e@bmmittee met once
a month beginning iApril, 2009, and concluded the study in Octob&he committee interviewed stahembers and ministry lead
ers as to their wants and needs in relation to building space and U$eyeinvited guest speakers to the meetings such as an archi
tect, builder and a group from Holy Family who are currently expanding their facillttesscommittee members visited other church
es with similar needs and expansions to ask what worked, what they wish they had dofee emmmittee also distributed a short
survey at the Masses in mid-October asking parishioners to prioritize what they thought the building needs were and what they v
financially support.

The committee identified four major facility wants/needs from the seven month study and they are first and foremost, more cl
rooms, then a lger social hall, a room or space dedicated to the youth of the parish, and a gymfidsywarish survey had many
comments concerning combining the social hall and gymnasium spHtesommittee spoke to several churches that had done this
in their buildings and none were satisfied with the result and all advised aga#siihe church said, "It's hard to have a good gym
in a social hall and no one wants a wedding reception in a gym." Natalally with the expansion will come more storage space
and more parking with an improved fiafflow.

As we move forward, how many of the above facility wants/needs we can fulfill in a building expansion will depend on Dioces
approval and, of course, how much money is available.
